READ THE FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE ANSWERING THE

1. The question paper comprises TWO sections: 

 
SECTION A:  Text manipulation (100 marks) 
SECTION B:  Spreadsheets (100 marks) 
  
SECTION A is done on the computer with the aid of a word processing 
program.  ONE of the questions of this section has been loaded on the hard 
drive.  Candidates must retrieve this document from the hard drive and then 
follow the instructions on the question paper.  Approximately 1 hour  
30 minutes should be spent on this section. 

 
SECTION B is done on the computer with the aid of a spreadsheet program.  
These questions must be typed in from the question paper.  Approximately  
1 hour 30 minutes should be spent on this section. 
 
The following instructions apply to both SECTION A and SECTION B: 
 
The printouts must be correctly numbered and both the EXAMINATION 
NUMBER and the question number must be printed as instructed on each 
printout.  EXAMINATION NUMBERS written by hand are NOT acceptable.  If 
written, the invigilator must check the student's printout with his/her typing on 
the computer.

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3. Candidates may only effect print commands during the additional printing 

time.  No further keying in or editing may be done.  (It is recommended that 
additional invigilators, who are knowledgeable about computers, invigilate 
during the printing time.) 

  

 
4. In the event of a power failure or a computer or printer breakdown, the 

invigilator must make the necessary arrangements for the candidate to 
continue and the actual time lost must be added. 

  

 
5. If there is a problem with certain printers, e.g. it does not print ë, a report must 

accompany the ANSWER SHEETS of the centre. 
  

 
6. A candidate may have in his/her possession a typing ruler, a dictionary and a 

list of ASCII codes.  Spell check may be used. 
  

 
7. Each answer must be printed on a SEPARATE sheet of paper and on ONE 

side of the paper only.

      Department of Energy announced its intention to  
      increase the amount of energy it will be procuring  
      under the third window of its renewable energy  
      programme for independent power producers. 
 
      In November, the department signed agreements with 17  
      new preferred bidders in the third round of the  
      programme, following the signing off of 47 projects in  
      the first and second rounds, bringing the total number  
      of renewable energy projects approved to 64 since  
      December 2011. 
 
      Once they are all operational the 64 projects will 
      add around 3 900 megawatts (MW) of wind, solar  
      photovoltaic & concentrated solar power to South  
      Africa's energy mix.
